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some  people  are kept in poverty, not 

because they are unwilling to work but 

because the powerful of this world 

choose to exploit them, then evil is still 

powerful in this world.  The flip side is 

also true, as long as some people choose 

to avoid and evade their responsibilities 

to provide for themselves and their 

families when honest work is available, 

sin remains.  Crimes of passion and hate 

remind us of the destructive power of 

evil.  Political corruption and politically 

inspired violence remind us that sin can 

be present in the highest pinnacles of 

government.  Religion gone bad is a 

reminder that the very forces that ought 

to be a blessing and a help to people can 

become a source of exploitation.  There 

are times when it seems that the news is 

dominated by every permutation of sin 

and evil that individuals and institutions 

can conceive.  Evil can seem very 

powerful. 

The Good News is Easter.  I 

believe that the worst evil that one 

human being can inflict upon another is 

the use of torture leading to death.  

Torture and death are the favorite tools 

of tyrants, dictators and inquisitions 

because they believe that death is the 

final word.  Easter is Godôs eternal 

affirmation that God alone has the final 

word and that word is life, transformed 

and eternal.  The God who raised Jesus 

from the dead also promises to his 

people that they will share in that 

resurrection victory.  Indeed, the entire 

created universe will be transformed 

when, in the ultimate victory of Divine 

Love,ò é death is swallowed up by 

Lifeéò as the blessed Apostle Paul 

phrases it. 

It is for that reason that we not 

only place our faith in God as revealed 

in Jesus Christ, but that we continue to 

do good and strive for justice in our 

world.  Again, to quote Paul, ñWe do not 

labor in vainò for our work in the Lord 

will not be lost.  Instead, it is part of the 

process of redemption.  As our lives are 

transformed by Eternal Life, we share 

the Divine Life and we spread its power 

by the good we do.  The good we do is 

in fact inspired and empowered by the 

Holy Spirit, Godôs continued presence in 

the world with his people. So living and 

dying, we know we are the Lordôs and 

that we will take our place in his kingdom

I have 

been inspired in part by a story of which I 

learned recently, of a woman who 

attended a wedding at an Episcopal 

Church and received communion.  She 

was an atheist, and probably should not 

have received, if truth be told.  Yet, the 

experience began a process of conversion 

and transformation that led her to faith in 

God, membership in the Episcopal 

Church and the founding of a soup 

kitchen to care for street people.  God is 

still alive and well and seeking to be 

involved in peoplesô lives in ways that are
